In Jewish Studies, we will be learning 
about the story of Chanukah and 

learning about different blessings 
for natural events.  

In Ivrit Studies, we will be learning the 
names of the different symbols and 
objects for the festival of Chanukah. 
The children will also continue learn 

how to read and write the Ivrit 
names of different members of the

In Literacy, we will be using the book 
“Jim and the Beanstalk”. The children 

will work on suffixes, setting 
descriptions, letter writing and 

recounts. We’ll be continuing our daily 
phonics and spelling sessions as 

well as guided reading. 

In Maths, we will be continuing to work on 
addition and subtraction before moving on 
to looking at measurement and fractions. 
We will be regularly working on our mental 

maths and times tables skills. 

 

 

Our Geography topic is ‘Land 
and Sea’. We will be learning to 
name the worlds 7 continents 
and 5 oceans 
We will also be learning what a 
continent is and be able to 
explain this. 

 

In PE, our focus is dance: ‘Reach 
for the Stars’. We will continue 

to work on our core strength and 
balance within each lesson. 

 

Our PSHCE/RSE unit this term 
will be about feelings and 
relationships. In RE, we’ll be 

focusing on religious symbols. 

 

In Art this term, our focus is 
colour mixing and colours of 

culture. 

 In Music, the pupils will be 
practising performing music 
associated with Chanukah.  

 

Our Computing focus is coding digital imagery. 
We will be using the IPad to access the Purple 

Mash platform.  

In Science, we will be learning 
about everyday materials. We 
will focus on the properties 

of each one. We will also look 
at where materials come from 
and try to distinguish what 
each material is used for.
