In Literacy, our core texts include “Stanley’s Stick” and “The Tiger who came to Tea”. The pupils will work on predictions, suffixes, setting descriptions and noun phrases. We’ll be continuing our daily phonics and spelling sessions as well as guided reading.





In Jewish Studies, we will be learning about the story of Chanukah and learning about different blessings for natural events. 


In Ivrit Studies, we will be learning the names of the different symbols and objects for the festival of Chanukah. The children will also continue learn how to read and write the Ivrit names of different members of the family. 














In Maths, we will be continuing to work on addition and subtraction before moving on to looking at measurement and fractions. We will be regularly working on our mental maths and times tables skills.
